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Workshops 
Scout WORKSHOPS are large-scale events designed to meet various scout requirements. Activity 
stations are set up through-out the Museum. Scout leaders or parents guide their scouts through 
the activities at their own pace. Registration for a workshop is required and can be done by phone. 
Only those scouts pre-registered are guaranteed supplies. Payment is due at check-in on the day of 
workshop. 

Clinics 
A CLINIC is a small-group format designed for scouts and their leaders or parents. Museum staff 
guide scouts through activities and provide in-depth coverage of related topics and exhibits. Scouts 
arrive at the Clinic’s start time and stay until it ends (usually 10:00-1:00). They also bring bag 
lunches to have while at the Museum. Registration is accepted in person or by mail only and must 
be received at least two weeks before the Clinic date. Full payment must be included with the reg-
